Teaching ideas

· Read pages 38 – 42 together with the students, using toy cars to assist you in explaining.  Then read through the examples of where looking behind is imperative on pages 42 – 48.  
· You could summarise these pages and copy them onto overheads to make it easier.

· The above can be done for both Signals on pages 42 – 46 and Vehicle management on pages 46 – 50.
· Ensure that students know reasons why they could fail by explaining the difference between a yes and a no result in the test.

· Worksheets can be developed by the teacher for the above three sections of the test.  One example for Signal is a cloze activity where the students are required to write in the number of seconds or metres at which they should be signalling.

· Make the students aware that incorrect signalling or indicating is a simple mistake, which can easily lead to misunderstanding and serious road crashes.

· The students are required to know that the lack of observation is a primary cause of crashes.  They must make a real effort to move their eyes every second or so.  With practice and experience seeing the ‘big picture’ comes naturally.

· The potential hazards can be recapped here from module 9.

· You could explain focal vision versus peripheral vision and that our eyes have a natural blind spot.  A certain field of the total picture is invisible. Therefore: don’t keep staring at any one hazard, sign or obstacle. Keep your eyes on the move!
· Again you could sit in a stationary car with the students and ask them to demonstrate the ways in which they should be moving their head and eyes while using mirrors to see potential hazards and other traffic.
· You could discuss the fact that in some countries, indicating to change lanes is really optional – not so in Australia.
