Module 11: Log Book
Teacher notes

What this module covers:

· Rules for using the Log Book
· How to record all of your driving sessions
· Explanations of headings used in the book
· What to do when you have completed your log book

Materials:

· Sample log books sheets provided by the DPI
· Information sheet: Your log book

· Worksheet: Log book quiz
Websites to refer to: 
Teaching ideas

· Explain to the student the reasons why they need to complete the log book.
· Show participants the sample log book sheets and find out what they know about the log book. 

· Explain that the log book is a legal document – what happens if you give false information?  (You will be prosecuted.)

· If the log book is not filled in correctly, it may be useless. Do students know anyone who has had problems with the log book?

· Look together at the first section of this module (or pages 2 and 3 of the Log Book) and ask questions like:

· Can you drive on your own (= alone)? 

· Who can be a supervisor? If they’ve only had their licence for 2 years, is that OK? 

· What if you forget to fill in the log book?

· What if your supervisor forgets to sign?

· Can you do less than 25 hours driving? Can you do more?

· Should you practise driving at night?

· Can you give an example of a Freeway/Major Road/Minor Road/Unsealed road near here?

· What’s the speed limit in Learner Phase II? What about the speed limit in the country? 

· Ask students to complete the quiz questions 1-4.

· Then look at the second section of this module (pages 4 and 5 of the Log Book) and ask:
· What if someone uses pencil to fill this in? 

· What if you make a mistake and have to change something?

· What are all the different columns you need to fill in?

· What mistakes could people make? (eg. forget columns, forget to sign, add up wrongly, give odd figures as in Perth to Midland - 3 hours when part of the time was used for lunch.)

· Ask students to complete the quiz questions 5-8. 

· Then look at the third section of the module (pages 14-17 of the Log Book) and ask:

· What do you do with the completed Log Book?

· What is a Statutory Declaration?

· What is a witness?

· Who should sign? What if your primary supervisor is not available?

· Who can witness? Can anyone witness?

· What happens once your Log Book has been accepted?

· What does a Provisional Driver’s Licence mean for you?

· Ask students to complete the quiz questions 9-10.

· Ask students to fill in the Log Book – Have a Go pages using the sample Log Book pages and the 4 situations.
Other things you can make or use

· Make up more Log Book – Have a Go situations (or ask participants to make them up based on their own driving practice).

Your Log Book I
After you pass your Practical Driving Assessment, you will be in Learner Phase II. Then you must:

· Do a minimum 25 hours of supervised driving and complete the Log Book

· Get the Log Book assessed

· Take the Provisional Licence Test (if you are aged 17 or older).
Rules for Using the Log Book
· You must NOT drive on your own (alone).

· You must use L-plates.
· You must drive with a supervising driver in the passenger seat.
· Your supervising driver must have had a licence for 4 years.
· Your supervising driver must have the same class of licence as the one on your learner’s permit.
How to fill in the Log Book

After every driving session, you must fill in the Record of Driving Tuition with:

· Date
· Start and finish time

· Hours driven

· Location (the places you drove from and drove to)

· The Odometer reading at start and finish of the session.
After every driving session, your supervising driver must:

· Fill in their name and licence number

· Sign the Log Book.
WARNING: 
Do not include lunch hours and breaks. Only write down the hours you actually drove.
WARNING: 
If you forget to fill in the Log Book or your supervisor forgets to sign, that session will not count as part of your 25 hours.

WARNING:
 if you lose your Log Book, those sessions will not count as part of your 25 hours. 

Be very careful and keep it in a safe place. Only give it to your supervisor when they need to sign it.

Your Log Book II

Where and when to practise driving

You need to do at least 25 hours of supervised driving.

This is the minimum so that you can sit your Provisional Licence Test.

It’s even better if you do more than 25 hours.

Try to practice in different road, weather and traffic conditions. For example:
· On freeways, highways and major roads
· At night time as well as in the day

· Between 80 and 100 (if the road speed limit allows this)

· In different weather conditions

· In light and busy traffic.
WARNING: 
You must drive within the speed limit, but your maximum speed is 100km/h.   If the speed limit is 110 km/h, you must drive at 100 km/h.
Fill in the Log Book to show what kind of roads you drove on:
F = Freeway 

MR = Major road or Highway (a busy main road with a lot of traffic and trucks)

U = Unsealed road (a gravel or dirt road, often in the country)

M = Minor road (a small quiet road, for example near people’s homes)

Fill in the Log Book to show the weather.
F = Fine

S = Sunset or sunrise

R = Rain  

Fill in the Log Book to show the traffic density.
L = Light (not many cars on the road)

M = Medium

H = Heavy (for example during peak hours)

WARNING:  
Your writing must be easy to read. You must write in pen, not pencil

WARNING:
If you make a mistake and change what you wrote, the supervisor must initial the changes.

Your Log Book III

After you have completed the Log Book
When you have completed the Log Book, you must complete a Statutory Declaration – that is a legal document to say that everything in the book is true and correct. You and your supervisor have to sign, in front of a witness. 

If you had more than one supervisor, the one who did most should sign. If they are not available, the supervisor you did the next most driving with can sign.
Next, you go to the Transport Licensing Centre. At the centre, someone will look through your Log Book. They will check that:

· you have done at least 25 hours of supervised driving

· the Log Book is filled in correctly

· your supervisor has signed each time

· the hours of driving match the places you drove to and the odometer reading

· the Statutory Declaration is filled in and witnessed.

If everything is OK, you can take the Provisional Driving Test. You have to pay a fee to take the test.

If you pass the test, you will get your Provisional Driver’s Licence.
Your Provisional Licence
You will have your provisional licence for 2 years.

You MUST have P plates on your car for this time. 
Your maximum Blood Alcohol reading for this time is less that 0.2%. 
WARNING: 
If you drink and drive, you will get a big fine and lose your licence.

WARNING: 
Many drivers on P plates have accidents. For extra help and practice, ask an experienced driver to drive with you as often as possible.

Signing the Statutory Declaration

There are two pages for signatures:

· Primary Supervisor Certification

This is the page where your main supervisor signs

· Permit Holder Certification

This is the page where you sign

On both pages, a witness must watch the person sign.  Not everyone can witness a Statutory Declarations.
If you read the list of possible witnesses, you can see it includes people in government jobs or with responsible jobs in the community:

· Post Office Managers

· Teachers

· Police Officers

· Bank Managers

· Doctors

· Pharmacists

· A Justice of the Peace (a person who is allowed to witness people signing)

It doesn’t include people in many other jobs.

WARNING: 
A statutory declaration is a legal document. If you sign a statutory declaration, and something in it is not true, you will be in trouble with the law and you can be prosecuted.

Log Book – Have a Go
Now you are going to fill in the sample pages of the Log Book using 4 situations. Fill in all the columns.

On June 7 this year, you drove from Noranda to Saywers Valley, travelling on the Reid Highway and Great Eastern Highway. You started at 9am and finished at 9.45 am and you were driving all the time. The odometer reading was from 90450 to 90478. The weather was good, and the traffic was medium busy. Your supervisor’s name was J. Smith and her driver’s licence number is 4568VY7.
2.
On June 10, you drove around your local suburb, Bellevue, for 2 hours. You only drove on small quiet roads. It was raining and there was not much traffic. You started at 5pm and finished at 7pm so you were driving at sunset and at night. The odometer reading was from 90599 to 90681. Your supervisor’s name was B. Nguyen and his driver’s licence number is 9329QE4.

On June 12, you drove from Perth to Rockingham on the Mitchell Freeway. It took half an hour, from 8.30 am to 9 am. Traffic was busy, but the weather was good.  Your supervisor’s name was Anna Bell, a driving instructor. Her instructor’s licence number is MD453RF. Your odometer reading was from 75666 to 75711 (a different car).

On June 19 you drove to Myalup in the country. From Perth to Myalup took you two hours. You drove on a highway and then onto a dirt (unsealed) road. Traffic was medium heavy. It was raining a little. The odometer was from 90754 to 90883. You started at 6.45am and finished at 8.45am so you were driving at sunrise. Your supervisor’s name was J. Smith and her driver’s licence number is 4568VY7.
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
