Teaching ideas

· Revise with the students what movement assesses, reading the hand outs from module 4.  Movement involves how smoothly you drive backwards and forwards and manage speed (eg. vary your speed to suit the different stages in a manoeuvre). Its purpose is to look at how you combine your basic car control skills when driving.
· Use toy cars to physically demonstrate what the following terms mean:

· Regulate your speed;

· Work out stopping points; and

· Decide how to spread the vehicle’s braking across the available stopping space.

· Read through pages 19 – 20 in How to Pass Your Driving Assessment.  Explain the difference between scoring well or poorly on movement in an assessment.  Show the students the difference between a yes and a no with the cars.

· Read through pages 21 – 23 in How to Pass Your Driving Assessment with the students looking at the examples of how movement needs to be adjusted in different situations.

· Read through pages 79 – 81 in Drive Safe.  Revise the meaning of the parking signs and explain what is required to park in various locations.  
· Using a piece of flat timber or cardboard you could draw up a bird’s eye view of a city with various buildings and intersections that are included in 3.17 Stopping in Drive Safe.  Ask the students to show and say where they can and can not stop their car.  They could give you the number of metres they are allowed to park on the approach side or departure side of traffic lights, railway crossings etc.
· Make a worksheet for the student to record the main ideas in this module.
